The reading list below will serve to provide the reader with peer reviewed articles which, when read, will give them an overview of  the research presented over the past twenty years or so, on vision loss and older people in nursing care settings. Reading these documents, and the relevant documents contained within their reference lists, will give the reader a deeper insight into the subject area. The list is the result of an extensive literature search and review carried out on medline and pubmed, using the terms vision loss/vision impairment/vision assessment AND residential care settings /nursing homes. Literature was also retrieved by trawling the reference lists of selected documents.

The topics covered in the reading list are selected from across three continents Europe, USA, and Australia. Subject areas include: Ageing; Prevalence of vision loss; Low Vision Rehabilitation; Disabling affects of vision loss including affect on mobility and other activities of daily living; Quality of Life; Optometric Care in older adults; Coping with non traditional settings for optometric care; and Meeting the needs of newly blind individuals.  
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
